Quality Assurance 2008

Well done to all 450 Streamwatch
volunteers who participated in this year’s
Quiality Assurance event in August. The
results from QA2008 are used to confirm
the accuracy and reliability of Streamwatch
data.

QA2008 results are used to assess:

- the performance of Streamwatch and
Waterwatch groups’ water test results
compared to three professional
laboratories. This determines the
accuracy, reliability and consistency of
community collected water quality data

testing techniques, equipment and/or
chemical issues found during the
QA2007 program.

This year the biggest improvement was in

the turbidity and electrical conductivity tests.
